Families And Their Connections With

Edward IV

Notes to accompany the family tree:

Elizabeth Berkeley born 1386 died 28 December 1422  married
before 5 October 1397 Richard Beauchamp 5th (13th) Earl of Warwick
born 25 January 1381, Salwarpe, Worcester, who died on 30 April
1439 in Rouen France.  Richard buried in St Mary’s Warwick,
Elizabeth buried in Kingswood Abbey Gloucester.

Margaret born 1404 died 14 June 1467 married 6 September 1425
at Warwick Castle John Talbot, 1st Earl of Shrewsbury, born 1384, who
died in Castillon France on 17th July 1453.  Margaret buried in Jesus
Chapel St Paul’s.  John buried in St. Alkmund's, Whitchurch, Salop.

Eleanor Beauchamp born 1407 in Wedgenock Warwick, married
about 1433 (her second marriage) to Edmund Beaufort 2nd Duke of
Somerset born 1406 killed at 1st St Albans on 22nd May 1455.  Edmund
is buried in St Albans Abbey. Eleanor died 4 March 1467 at Baynard’s
Castle London.  Eleanor and Edmund had 11 children.

John Beaufort, Edmund’s older brother and 1st Duke of Somerset,
born 1404 and died May 27th 1444 - Margaret Beaufort’s father.

Elizabeth Beauchamp born 1417 died 1480 married George Neville
Baron Latimer who died in 1469 and brother of Cecily Neville Duchess
of York mother of Edward IV and Richard III.  She is buried in the
Beauchamp Chapel, Warwick.
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Margaret Beaufort born May 31st 1443 died 29th June 1509.
Married (1) John de la Pole, 2nd Duke of Suffolk, in 1449.
Married (2) Edmund Tudor Earl of Richmond on 1st November

1455.  He was born 1429 and died 3rd November 1456.  Father of
Henry Tudor born 28th January 1457 and died 21st April 1509.

Married (3) Sir Henry Stafford in January 1458.  He died in
October 1471 from injuries received at the battle of Barnet in April.  He
was brother of Humphrey Earl of Stafford killed at 1st St Albans 1455,
and uncle of the Duke of Buckingham who betrayed Richard III.

Married (4) Sir Thomas Stanley around 1472.  Sir Thomas born
1435 died 1504.

Henry Beaufort 3rd Duke of Somerset born April 1436 beheaded at
Hexham 15 May 1464, buried Hexham Abbey.

Edmund Beaufort 4th Duke of Somerset born 1439 beheaded at
Tewkesbury 6 May 1471, buried Tewkesbury Abbey.

John Beaufort killed at Tewkesbury 4 May 1471, buried
Tewkesbury Abbey.

Margaret Beaufort (died 1474) married Humphrey Earl of Stafford
killed at 1st St Albans 1455 and parents of Henry Stafford born 1453,
2nd Duke of Buckingham, beheaded in Salisbury November 2nd 1483,
and married to Katherine Woodville.

Elizabeth Talbot married before 27 November 1448 John Mowbray
4th Duke of Norfolk born 18 October 1444 died 1476.  Their daughter
Anne Mowbray was born on 10 December 1472 at Framlingham
Suffolk and died on 19th November 1481 at Greenwich Palace London.
She’s buried in Westminster Abbey.   She married Richard Duke of
York  January 15th 1478 in St Stephen’s Chapel Westminster.
Elizabeth died about 1507 and is buried in the Minories, Aldgate,
London.
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Eleanor Talbot, (born about 1436, died 1468, buried in Whitefriars,
Norwich),  married Edward IV (born 1442, died 1483), father of
Richard Duke of York born 17th August 1473.

Isabel Despenser (born 1400) married on 26th November 1423 in
Hanley Castle Richard Beauchamp 5th Earl of Warwick who died in
1439.

Isabel Neville born 1451 died 1476 married George Duke of
Clarence in 1469.  George was executed for treason in the Tower on
February 18th 1478 and born 21st October 1449.

Anne Neville born 11th June 1456, died March 16th 1485, married
about 13th December 1470 (1) Edward Prince of Wales, Henry VI’s
son, born 13th October 1453, who was killed at the battle of
Tewkesbury on May 4th 1471.

Married in April 1472 (2) Richard Duke of Gloucester, later
Richard III, who was killed at the battle of Bosworth on August 22nd

1485.  Richard was born on October 2nd 1452.

Henry Beauchamp 1st Duke of Warwick, born 22nd March 1424 at
Hanley Castle, died 1446, married Cicely Neville, sister to Richard
Neville the Kingmaker (who married Henry’s sister Anne).  Henry and
Cicely’s daughter Anne died in 1449.

Anne Beauchamp, born September 1426, died 1492, married
Richard Neville, 6th Earl of Warwick and the Kingmaker, who was born
in 22nd November 1428 and was killed at the battle of Barnet on April
14th 1471.

Cicely and Richard Neville were niece and nephew of Cecily
Neville, mother of Edward IV and Richard III.
